Proof of these means (blocked
account or a formal obligation by a third person in Germany

Confirmation of health insurance cover commensurate with the level of statutory German
public health insurance.

Detailed motivation letter in German or English language with one copy

Detailed curriculum vitae in German or English language with one copy

Postage expenses of 7 Swiss Francs

Visa fee of 75 Euro payable by cash in Swiss Francs, by Visa or MasterCard (information here)

Please prepare the originals with one set of copies of all the indicated documents. Original documents
will be return to you while a copy per set will be required. Missing documentation delays the procedure
and can result in your application being rejected.

The German Embassy Bern reserve the right to ask for additional documents at any time during the
processing of your application.

In this visa category, most applications are typically processed within 3 months. Please do not contact
the mission abroad to check the status of your application during the normal processing period. Such
inquiries are extremely time-consuming for the visa department and cannot be answered. We will
contact you by email as soon as the decision has been made.
